Fibronectin is used as a coating agent for coverslips and can also be used with DMEM/F-12 with 15 mM HEPES (Catalog #36254) and ITS 

Supplement-A (Catalog #07151) or ITS Supplement-B (Catalog #07155) to improve the yield of neural cells during the final stages of 

mouse embryonic stem (mES) cell in vitro differentiation into neural cell types.

Store at 2 - 8°C. Do not freeze.

Stable for 12 months from date of receipt.

NOTE: Fibronectin is not stable at room temperature (15 - 25°C). Avoid vortexing or excessive agitation.

Add Fibronectin to DMEM/F-12 with 15 mM HEPES containing ITS Supplement-A or ITS Supplement-B at a final concentration of 5 µg/mL 

(a 1 in 200 dilution of the 1 mg/mL solution).  

To coat coverslips with fibronectin, prepare a 1 µg/mL solution by diluting 1 in 1000 from the 1 mg/mL solution. Once diluted, store at 

2 - 8°C for up to 1 week.
